Host City Guidelines
TOURNAMENT CITY BIDDINGS
City Location
Any city in the below listed states of the USA may bid for the Annual Tournament.
Maine                            Rhode Island                Washington, D.C.
Vermont                        New York                      Maryland
New Hampshire            New Jersey                   Virginia
Massachusetts               Delaware                      West Virginia
Connecticut                   Pennsylvania
The city in which the annual tournament is to be held shall be decided upon by ballot at the annual EADB Council meeting held prior the start of the tournament.
The bids shall be received at least six (6) years in advance with money earmarked for nine (9) month's certificate with interest going for scratch prizes.
Any current host city shall not have the opportunity to present a bid during its tournament.
When two or more cities present bids to host a tournament, the majority rules is that no runner-up shall be awarded a bid and shall re-submit its bid at the next tournament.

The winning bid shall be required to pay within ninety (90) days of its announced donation of prize money.
Letter of Intent Procedures
The bidder(s) shall be from a bona fide organization of, for and by the deaf
The bidder(s) shall present a letter from a bona fide organization on an official letterhead with dates on the weekend prior to the first Sunday of May.
The bidder(s) shall present letters from a hotel so designated as headquarters, minimum 200 rooms, if not enough then get 2nd hotel as overflow, estimated room rates, two big general meeting rooms and two small executive meeting rooms and   ballroom (good for 300 people).

The bidder(s)  shall reserve 5 rooms (double beds) and 2 suites at Headquarter, on the same floor, for EADB and EDWBA executive’s officers and give confirmation numbers for each room that are assigned to the Officers two weeks prior tournament date.

The bidder(s) shall present letters from proposed bowling house's location and estimated lane charges.
A minimum of 48 lanes is required for EADB
A minimum of 36 lanes is required for EDWBA
The bidder(s) shall present all copies of the letters to the Secretary-Treasurer of EADB and EDWBA.
The bidder(s) shall mail or deliver original letters at least twenty-four (24) hours to the EADB and EDWBA Secretary.  Treasurer to check for legality and details prior to bidding

In the event, a bidder withdraws prior to their tournament, the EADB and EDWBA Executive Boards shall either assign an alternate host or assume responsibility at the Host City's site and the host's city's tournament fee shall be forfeited.
Responsibilities of the Host City

MONIES: EADB
· Shall deposit tournament fee of two hundred- fifty ($250.00) of which will be assigned to the EADB scratch prize.
· Shall deposit a minimum tournament fee of two hundred dollars ($200.00) to the EADB Secretary-Treasurer
· A sum of $5,000.00 will be the maximum amount toward the prize fund of EADB

· Shall deposit $375.00 entry bond of three (3) years after the bid award payable during general meeting, which will be refunded after third year participating in the tournament hosted by a member of the organization.
· Shall donate a minimum of one thousand dollars ($1,000) toward the EADB Joey Trimarchi Master tournament and shall donate a minimum of three hundred and fifty dollars ($350.00) toward the EADB's Senior Citizen Tournament.
· Shall be responsible for the lodging, 50% of expenses, for the total of four (4) rooms at the headquarters for three (3) nights each for:
•    EADB President

•    EADB Vice- President
•    EADB Secretary-Treasurer (Suite)
•    EADB Hall of Fame Chairperson
The balance cost shall be responsible by EADB general fund.

The EADB shall pay Host City 50% of combo fees for all bowlers only, during the tournament in progress.
      MONIES: EDWBA

· Shall deposit a maximum tournament fee of two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00) which will be assigned to the EDWBA General Fund.
· Shall deposit a minimum tournament fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00) to the EDWBA Secretary-Treasurer at the time of bidding with the balance to be paid within thirty (30) days.
· Shall deposit a sum of $2,500.00 will be the minimum amount toward the prize fund of EDWBA.
· Shall donate a minimum of two hundred dollars ($200.00) toward the EDWBA's Senior Citizen Tournament.
· Shall donate a minimum of four hundred dollars ($400.00) toward the EDWBA's Queens Tournament.
· The EDWBA shall pay Host City $1,000.00 minimum or up to 50% of combo fees for all bowlers only, during the tournament in progress.
· The Host City shall be responsible for lodging expenses for the total of 3 rooms at the headquarters for three (3)    nights each for:
•    EDWBA President
•    EDWBA Vice President
•    EDWBA Secretary (suite)

Plaques:
The Host City shall donate thirty-eight (38) plaques as following:

Five (5) for the Team Event Handicap Champions
Five (5) for the Team Event Scratch Champions
Two (2) for the Double Event Handicap Champions
Two (2) for the Double Event Scratch Champions
One (1) for the Single Event Handicap Champion
One (1) for the Single Event Scratch Champion
One (1) for the All Events Handicap Champion
One (1) for the All Events Scratch Champion

One (1) for the Trimarchi Master Champion

One (1) for the Senior Citizen Master Champion

EDWBA

Four (4) for the Team Event Handicap Champions
Four (4) for the Team Event Scratch Champions
Two (2) for the Double Event Handicap Champions
Two (2) for the Double Event Scratch Champions
One (1) for the Single Event Handicap Champion
One (1) for the Single Event Scratch Champion
One (1) for the All Events Handicap Champion
One (1) for the All Events Scratch Champion
One (1) for the Juna Orefice-Wood Queen Champion
One (1) for the Carenza-Goldberg Senior Classic Champion
The size of the plaques for scratch shall be larger or equal to those for handicap. In case of a tie for 1st place, extra plaques will be purchased and sent to the champion(s) by the Host City.
Registration/Entertainment:
Treasurer from each Association shall supervise Registration fees and entertainment fees which shall be charged to bowlers and shall be split half with each association (EADB and EDWBA)
Each Association (EDBA and EDWBA) shall supervise membership fees annually of all bowlers.  All fees will be forwarded to each association's General Funds.

The Host City shall supervise registration fees of all fans and keep all monies.
The Host City shall be responsible for registration tags, which are to be displayed by fans for entry of any tournament events.
The bowlers shall use identification bands, provided by the Host City.
The Host City shall allow each individual bowler to register and pick-up a packet which will include program book, identification bands, souvenirs, etc. at the registration desk, rather than have the team captain register/pick-up packets for his/her team. The drivers license identification cards (ID) are required to register and at pick-up.
The Host City shall provide detailed map of restaurants surrounding the headquarters hotel, bowling houses.
The Host City shall waive the ballroom fees for EADB and EDWBA Hall of Fame award recipients. Recipients are required to show his/her EDWBA brass cards to get their fees waived, regardless of their participation in the tournament (List of recipients shall be printed in the program book). (Host City shall bill EADB/EDWBA for reimbursement)
Secretary-Treasurers' Visit to the Host City
The EADB and EDWBA Secretary-Treasurers shall make final inspection trips at least six (6) months prior to the tournament date (first weekend of October)  to ensure that all plans are made with the Host City, headquarter hotel and bowling alleys are in order and to secure a contract in effect for that tournament.
The EADB and EDWBA Secretary-Treasurers shall inform the Host City whether the EADB and EDWBA will need chalkboards, overhead projectors and/or screens in meeting rooms on Thursday and Friday nights.
Souvenir Book/Flyers
"The Host City shall agree to print booklets regarding to alley assignments, schedules, prize lists, records of all-time high handicaps and actual teams, doubles, singles and all-events of the past five (5) years (EADB/EDWBA) in its program book.
The Host City, upon receipt of a list of deceased members, and a list of Hall of Fame members from the Hall of Fame Chairpersons, shall provide space in the program book to be used for the purpose of listing former members who have participated in at least eight (8) tournaments and who have died since the last tournament. The Hall of Fame chairpersons shall give the Host City an updated list of EDWBA Hall of Fame winners.
The Host City shall set April 7 as the deadline for receiving advertising materials, etc.
The Host City shall put in advertisement in future tournament program books until its own tournament.
The Host City shall not solicit any advertisements without the consent approval from the Boards.
The Host City shall include deadline of bowling entry forms which will coincide with stated deadlines on entry forms provided by EADB and EDWBA Secretary-Treasurers in all future flyers.

The Host City shall check with EADB and EDWBA to make sure the flyers and program books are approved before the final printing.

The Host City shall be responsible for the printing cost of program book including schedule, prizes list, statistics of bowlers’ record of the tournament and last year’s winners with their scores and records for each event, and the advertising and any expenses into 5x8” maximum size of book.

The Host City shall send flyers and hotel information to EADB AND EDWBA Secretary-Treasurers before October 30 to be sent out with entry forms.

Host City Teams
EADB - At least one (1) team from Host City shall bowl three (3) consecutive years before they are eligible to bid and shall continue three (3) years after its tournament.
EDWBA - The Host City is required to send at least one team to EDWBA tournaments annually for 5 years prior to the year of tournament date (or starting after winning the bid if it is less than 5 years prior to the year of the tournament date); otherwise they will be penalized in the amount of two hundred ($200) dollars for each year missed. The team is required to participate in the EDWBA tournament the year after they host the tournament. If they do not, they shall forfeit one hundred dollars ($100) that was deposited at the time of bid.

Bowling Houses
Make sure that the lanes are in proper conditions.
Make sure that the bowling house has a room for EADB / EDWBA officers' use
Obtain enough lane monitors when necessary
Executive Board Meetings (Thursday evening)
One small room for each EADB and EDWBA with long tables
General Meetings (Friday Evening)
Make sure that the general meeting room is big enough
Make sure that the floor plan follows up
Standard Platform with long table and 4 chairs
Have an aisle open in the middle
No tables for bowlers -just chairs
LCD projector/Screen.
Easel Board.
Well Lighted room
Pitches of water and glasses in of the back room

Host City will forfeit all the monies.
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
