JOEY TRIMARCHI MASTERS TOURNAMENT
· Shall be held on Friday, the day before the EADB Tournament.

· Shall follow the Constitution.

· To qualify for Masters Tournament, bowlers must participate in Team, Doubles and Singles (3 games each- 9 games total) in EADB Tournament.

· Each participate shall pay an entry fee, $50, which includes the prizes, lineage fees and tournament expenses.  No re-entries shall be accepted.

· Walk-in bowlers shall be levied $10.00 extra to be used toward the prize list.

· Each Bowler shall be responsible to check the lineup board for lane assignments and report to lane assignment on time. 

· The Masters entries shall be closed at least 15 minutes prior the starting time.  

· Prize estimates shall be determined by based on number of entries.  
· Handicap shall be based on 80% of 220 actual with maximum of 40 pins handicap per game

· All participants shall bowl three (3) games qualifying round with handicap across six lanes.
· The top 25 % of qualifying round scores shall advance to the first round.

· If there are tied after the qualifying round cut-off, they will be automatically entered in first round with no exceptions as long it becomes even number of bowlers.
· In the first round, each bowler shall bowl two (2) games with handicap, the top 50% of the total scores of qualifying and first round shall advance to the second round.

· Second round, each bowler shall bowl two (2) games with handicap, the top 50% of the total scores of the qualifying, first and second round shall advance to the third round.  
· Third round, each bowler shall bowl one (1) game with handicap, the total scores of qualifying round, 1st round, 2nd round, and 3rd round shall advance to top 5. 

· The top five (5) seeding shall use the step ladder format, and the total scores from all previous rounds will not be included.

· 5th seed shall bowl against 4th seed. The winner shall face 3rd seed. Then the winner shall face 2nd seed, then the winner face the top seed for the Joey Trimarchi Master Championship.

· In case of a tie in the top 5, the bowlers shall bowl one full game to determine the seeding.  If 5th and 6th seed came in tie, shall bowl one full game to determine the 5th seed.
· The champion shall receive an embroidered bowling shirt.
· The champion shall be responsible for the traveling plaque for one year and return the plague the following year and defend the title during the Masters Tournament.
